Coaches teaching at the Kelowna Riding Club
grounds are responsible for making sure that their students using the facilities are also current KRC members
in good standing or ensure they pay the current drop in fee and sign the Release of Liability and
Acknowledgement of Risk form. (Forms are available at the KRC clubhouse). Current rates are available on
the KRC website and are posted at the clubhouse.

All approved coaches will be included on the KRC’s approved coach’s page on our web site, with their name,
phone number, email address and web site link. We would like to ask our coaches to provide us with a
biography on their history, certification and training so that we may provide a link to it from our web page.
When potential clients click on your name, it will link them to your biography page, so they will find additional
information on your coaching/training history.

To apply for membership to the KRC and the authorization to coach at the facility, you can download KRC
membership forms from www.kelownaridingclub.net web site, fill them out, and include required
documentation, payment and drop off at the KRC mailbox on site or mail to the KRC address above.
